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FROM THE NORTH (FORT WORTH/OKLAHOMA): On Interstate 35W, take exit 26A (US 67, Dallas/Cleburne) and 
head west (right). Take the Business US 67 exit (which is East Henderson St) off US 67. East Henderson divides into 
2 one-way streets around the Johnson County Courthouse and other downtown buildings. Stay on East Henderson. 
When the 2 one-way streets merge, you will be on West Henderson. The Cleburne Conference Center is on the left, 
several blocks past the high school and stadium. 
FROM THE SOUTH (HOUSTON/AUSTIN): Go north on I-35 West towards Fort Worth. Exit 15 towards FM 
916/Grandview/Maypearl. Take a left on FM 916/FM-4/E Criner Street for 14.2 miles, continuing to follow FM-4. Take 
a right on TX 174 N/TX-171N/S Caddo St/FM-4 N for .6 miles.  Take a left on East Henderson/US 67-BR S  for 1.4 
miles which becomes W. Henderson in Cleburne.  Cleburne Conference Center is just past S. Ridgeway Drive. 
Destination is a little over 4 hours from Houston via 290-West picking up TX-6 towards Bryan/College Station going to 
I-35 West going North. Full directions at MapQuest®.  

 
Show Hotel:  Beautiful, new, LaQuinta, 107 E. Kilpatrick Street, Cleburne, TX, 76033, 817-641-4455, is located 4 
miles from the Conference Center.  Ozark/FWCC has a group room block at the rate of $60.00 plus applicable taxes 
and NO PET FEE!

Food:  No concession stand.  Plenty of fast food locations are located within walking distance of the Show Hall, 
such as KFC, Wendy’s, Subway, Burger King, Long John Silvers, McDonalds, Arbys, Susannah’s Home-Style 
Cooking, or within a .5 mile radius.  
Litter:  Clubs provide only litter; exhibitors bring litter pans, cat food, cage curtains, etc.  Kroger, Wal-Mart and 
Tractor Supply are within walking distance for additional items. 
Entries:  Individual entries provided a 21 X 21 X 21 single or 21 X 21 X 45 double, which may vary slightly in size. 
Cages must be covered on bottom, back, sides and top. Groom/EOR space is limited. 
 
Scoring and Awards:   Championship, premiership, registered kitten entries will be scored for CFA national and 
regional awards. Ribbons and rosettes will be awarded according to CFA rules.  This show is licensed by The Cat 
Fanciers’ Association, Inc., and its show rules will be strictly enforced.  A copy of CFA’s show rules can be obtained 
for $9.00 from CFA, 260 E. Main Street, Alliance OH, 44601, or at http://cfa.org/client/formsmanuals.aspx.   All 
championship, premiership, provisional, miscellaneous and AOV entries must be entered with a CFA 
registration number. 
 
This show is a non-veterinarian inspected show. All entries are strongly advised to be vaccinated by a licensed 
veterinarian against Feline Panleukopenia, Rhinotracheitis, Calici Virus and Rabies. PLEASE BRING PROOF OF 
RABIES VACCINATION. Cats/Kittens are suggested to be tested and found negative of FeLV before entry.  Cats 
must be free of parasites, fungus and contagious disease. According to show rules, management may require 
removal and non-refund of monies for illness. Claws of all four feet must be clipped prior to benching; no declawed 
cats or kittens may be shown according to CFA show rules. Only exhibitors may sell kittens of at least 4 months of 
age at the show. Agents without an entry may not sell cats/kittens. No animals may be left in carrier under table in 
benching area. 
 
Veterans Class: Class is open to male or female, unaltered or altered, not younger than 7 years on opening day of 
show, that if owner chose, could otherwise be shown in championship or premiership classes. Veterans are NOT 
eligible for Best-in-Show awards and are ineligible to compete in championship or premiership categories at the same 
show. Only cats registered with CFA and having a registration number are eligible to compete.  
Household Pets:   Entry clerk will answer HHP questions regarding entering, grooming and show preparation.  NEW
